On the left circle, which is one side of the Great Seal, are the Latin 
words Annuit Coeptis, which mean ñHe (God) favors our undertakings.ò The pyramid in the left circle represents material 
strength and endurance; yet the open spot near the top of the pyramid means thereôs more good work to be done in our  
country.  The eye atop the pyramid represents the ñEye of Godò, watching and reminding us that spiritual matters are more 
important than material concerns.  Under the pyramid, Novus Ordo Seclorum refers to a ñnew order of the agesò. On the right 
circle is an eagle, our countryôs national emblem, symbolizing strength and victory.  The shield on the eagleôs breast signifies 
self-reliance.  One of the eagleôs claws holds an olive branch, representing peace.  The other holds arrows, referring to power 
and protection. The center of the bill says óIn God We Trustò (for now). A question for you?  Have we allowed the values of 
our forefathers and our country to decrease in value as the dollar has over the past years?  We all have heard and probably 
said, ñA dollar used to be worth somethingò.  I say now, Our values used to be worth something, have we just allowed them to 
be worthless?
